Welcome children warmly!
Play soft background music as children enter: Use the Our God from A to Z CD. In
May we focus on H - God is Holy as our Song of the Month.

Now, is that better?
It is. You’ve done a wonderful thing.

You helped take care of others by sharing a bandage with them. It
was very kind.

It reminds me of a story Jesus told in the Bible. A man was taking a
trip and walking down a road. He had clothes and money in a bag.
Suddenly, robbers jumped out. They hit the man and took all of his
things.

That sounds awful.

Then they left him lying by the road, hurt. He needed someone to
help.

Did anyone come to help?

A man who worked in the church came down the road. When he saw
the hurt man, he crossed to the other side of the road and kept on
walking. Children, did this first man help the hurt man? Hold up one
finger.

Judy and kids: No.
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Presenter: Soon, a second man came down the road. Hold up two fingers. He was
also a man who helped in the church. He should have known to help
others. But he pretended not to see the man and walked away on the
other side of the road, too. Children, did this second man help the
hurt man? Hand to ear, encouraging the kids to respond.

Judy and kids: No.

Presenter: No, he did not. Now a third man came down the road. Hold up three
fingers. He was a Samaritan. Most people did not like Samaritans.
Most people thought Samaritans never helped anyone. But guess
what this man did?

Judy: | know...l know. He helped.

Presenter: You’re right. When he saw the hurt man, he stopped to help him. He
put medicine on the hurt man’s owies and put him on his donkey.

Judy: That’s good.
Presenter: Yes, it was. He even took him to a place where he could get better.

Now, boys and girls, did this man, the Samaritan, the third man (hold
up three fingers) help the hurt man?

Judy and kids: Yes, he helped.

Presenter: Did the first man help others? Hold up one finger.
Judy and kids: No.

Presenter: Did the second man help others? Hold up two fingers.
Judy and kids: No.

Presenter: Hold up three fingers. Did the third man, the one that no one thought
would be a helper...the Good Samaritan... help the hurt man?

Presenter: Boys and girls, you can see that even little kids can take care of each
other. Jesus came to take care of us, too...like your mommy and
daddy take care of you.

Purpose: Young children learn best by repetition. Review the Bible Event and practice
the Take Home Point as you rotate through the activities.

Activity 1: Bible Event (9:20-9:30)
Supplies: Children’s picture Bible (option, one bandage per child)

P ne: R he Bible Even

Read from a children’s picture Bible, the story about the Good Samaritan. Read
from a children’s picture Bible, the story about the Good Samaritan , e.g. The
Good Man, p. 346 in The Rhyme Bible Storybook; or A Good Neighbour, p. 291
in Gold and Honey Bible.  (This story was also the focus of last week’s lesson.
You may want to find out which story the leaders from last week used.)

Part Two: Act Out the Bible Event
Supplies:
* bandage for each child (optional)
* Children’s’ Picture Bible

Hold up a children’s picture Bible.

This is the Bible. It is God’s word. Let’s act out what it says in the Bible.
When you see me do the actions, you do them too.
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A man thought that he always did what God wanted. But he didn’t
know that he should help others even if he didn’t know them. Jesus
told a story to teach the man to help others.

A man is hurt and left at the side of the road.

* One day, a man decided to go on a trip. He put some clothes and
money in a bag. Let’s pretend to pack a bag.

* He picked up his bag and started walking down the road. Let’s
pick up our pretend bags and take a walk around the room. Walk
in a circle back to the starting place.

* As the man was walking down the road, bad men jumped out.
They hit the man and took his bag and his money. They left him
lying hurt by the side of the road. | need one person to lie down
and pretend he is hurt and say, “Ohhh.” Who would like to do
that? Try to choose one child only. If you have more, make sure at
least one is left to give help.

* Now let’s all make sounds like we are hurt, like this man who got
hurt on the road. Owww, Oooo0, Ahhh.

Let the volunteer child(ren) remain as the “hurt man” while the rest of the children act
through the following parts.

Two men ignore the hurt man.

* In a little while, a man who worked at the church came walking
down the road. He saw the hurt man. He did not stop to help him.
He crossed to the other side of the road and walked away from
the hurt man. Let’s pretend to walk to the hurt man and now let’s
cross to the other side of the road.

* Later, another man came walking down the road. He was from the
church too. You would think he would want to help the hurt man.
But did he? No. He saw the hurt man but he did not stop. He kept
on walking. Let’s point at the hurt man and pretend to walk away.

The Good Samaritan helps.

* Soon, another man came down the road. He was a Samaritan from
a place called Samaria. No one thought Samaritans ever helped
anyone. He was riding a donkey. Let’s ride our pretend donkeys.

* The Samaritan saw the hurt man. Do you think he helped him?
Yes, he did. He put medicine and bandages on his owies. Let’s put
on pretend medicine and a bandage on the hurt man.

Have children pretend to put medicine and bandages on the child volunteer. Let the
child(ren) playing the hurt man get up

* The Good Samaritan then lifted the man up and put him on his
donkey. Let’s pretend to lift up a heavy man and put him on our
donkey.

* Then the donkey went clomp, clomp, clomp and carried the hurt
man into town. Let’s make a sound like a donkey walking. Hit your
legs with cupped hands.

* When they got into town, the Good Samaritan took the hurt man
to a hotel where he could rest and get better. Because the Good
Samaritan had to leave, he paid someone two coins to continue
helping the hurt man.

Jesus tells us to help others.

* After Jesus told this story, he asked, “Who helped others?” Was it
the first man? Hold up one finger. No.

* Was it the second man? Hold up two fingers. No.

* Was it the third man... the Good Samaritan? Hold up three fingers.
Yes. Jesus said we should help others, too.

Hand Washing: (9:30-9:35)
Purpose: To avoid spreading of flu or other disease, have children wash hands well.
Model lathering hands, rinsing and drying. N.B. Avoid use of alcohol sanitizier with

young children. The alcohol is toxic (children have died firom licking the sanitizer off
their hands.)

Activity 2: Snack (9;35-9:45)
Seat children around tables. Supplies: club crackers, squirt cheese in can, napkins, cups
and water

Supplies: children’s doctor kits, wrapping bandages or strips of cloth; any doctor supplies that
are appropriate for children—surgery masks or booties, etc. Option: old white shirts to use for
lab coats

wrapped around child’s mouth, nose or neck.
